d. Timeframes for investigation of alleged hazard and response to the employee filing the report

The PA shall encourage employees to make oral reports to supervisors as the most prompt and effective method of identification, especially for imminent hazards.  The PA shall use DLA Form 1404, Hazard Report or PA equivalent, when reporting hazards in writing.  The PA shall ensure that forms are readily available at workplaces for employees to use, either in hard copy or through employee access to the forms.

1.7.4 Packaging

The PA shall obtain the training listed below for the personnel performing the related requirements.  PA personnel shall successfully complete the following training prior to the end of the transition period.  No substitutions are authorized.  Additional information regarding these courses is available from U.S. Army Training Support Center (ATSC), Building 1721, Ft. Eustis, VA 23604 (757-878-3305) and http://www.atsc.army.mil/accp/aipdnew.asp.
· Defense Basic Preservation and Packing (Course No. 908-F13 – Correspondence 64 hours) 

· Defense Packaging Data System (Course No. 908-F40– Correspondence 20 hours)

1.7.5 PACKAGING RAM

Packaging RAM is a 24-hour course conducted on-site.  This course includes HAZMAT classification, HW labeling, types of packaging and containers, packaging and container limits, radiation level standards, reporting and record keeping requirements, NRC requirements and disposal of RAM.  Each PA HAZMAT employee shall receive the initial training before he/she assumes his/her position and shall receive refresher training every two years.  

1.7.6 HAZMAT TRANSPORTATION

The PA shall provide HAZMAT Transportation training to all employees who load and/or drive vehicles transporting HAZMAT.  HAZMAT Transportation training shall include the following:

- HAZMAT identification

- DOT regulations

-Shipper's responsibilities including shipping papers, packaging, marking, labeling, and placarding

- Carrier's responsibilities including loading, unloading, segregation, and separation

- Modal requirements

Warehouse Fill Rate (WFR):  The percentage of warehouse denials to MROs.  This percentage is calculated by dividing the number of total and partial quantity warehouse denials (Management Codes 1 through 5) by the total number of MROs shipped plus total quantity of warehouse denials times 100, then subtract from 100 percent. 

WFR = 100% - {[total number of complete & partial denials (Management Codes 1-5)] / [(total number of MROs + total quantity of warehouse denials) X 100]}

Weight Banding:  Banding is based on the extended weight of the line.  The bands are as follows: 

Weight Band 1 = 0 - 40 lbs. 

Weight Band 2 = >40 - <150 lbs. 

Weight Band 3 = >150 - <2000 lbs. 

                    Weight band 4 = >2000 lbs. 

2.1.1    Characteristics Of Materiel Processed 

Classified Material:  Items that require protection in the interest of National Security.  Items are classified as secret and confidential.  Classified material requires secure storage and/or constant surveillance.  

Electrostatic Discharge Sensitive (ESDS) Material:  Items identified during the receipt process by either an ESDS label/bag, visual examination of the components (e.g., exposed circuitry) or item data in DSS/Federal Logistics Data (FEDLOG).  It is critical that ESDS items be protected against ESDS damage that can render the item inoperable.  All   CCs, except H, shall be afforded the same level of protection.

Frustrated Materiel:  Includes but is not limited to out of stock materiel with invalid or incorrect addresses, incorrect MILSTRIP information, materiel found within the Depot without documentation or accountability, unidentified materiel and customer rejected material.
Hazardous Materials (HAZMAT):  The Code of Federal Regulations (Title 49 CFR) identifies HAZMAT as a substance or material that the Secretary of Transportation has determined to be capable of posing an unreasonable risk to health, safety, and property when transported in commerce.  This is expanded to include items of supply (substances or materiel) that, because of its quantity, concentration, physical, chemical, or infectious characteristics, may either cause or significantly contribute to serious, irreversible, incapacitating illness, or an increase in mortality.  HAZMAT may also pose an environmental threat when improperly treated, stored, transported, disposed of, or otherwise managed.

Magnetic Material:  Any package, which has a magnetic field of more than 0.00525 gauss, measured at 4.5 m (15 feet) from any surface of the package.  This type of material requires a special label (SF422) to identify it as magnetic.  

Major End Item (MEI):  The DoD defines “End Item” as a final combination of end products, component parts, and/or materials that is ready for its intended use.  It is common to see the terms “End Item” and “Major End Items” used interchangeably.  Some items are classified differently by different military services.

Government will update the DPAS for PA-accepted GFE into prior to the end of transition.  Any GFE not accepted by the PA will be retained and disposed of by the Government.  

GFE in excess of $100,000.00 per unit is classified as Capital Equipment.  Replacement of Capital Equipment is the responsibility of the Government.     

Title to any replacement GFE purchased by the Government will remain at all times with the Government.  Title does not transfer to the PA when parts and components of GFE are replaced under normal maintenance and repair of the GFE.  

B.  The PA shall determine whether GFE is suitable and, if accepted by the PA, shall be responsible for the cost of transporting, installing, modifying, repairing, or otherwise making GFE suitable.  The PA shall use DPAS to maintain inventory control and accountability of all GFE, except furniture, valued at $300 or greater and all IT equipment regardless of dollar value.  The PA shall inventory and reconcile DPAS once every two years and shall update DPAS with all changes in location of GFE.  The PA shall prepare DLA Form 1311 and forward to the KO or designee for government approval prior to disposal of any GFE.  If government approval is granted, the PA shall prepare DD Form 1348-1A for disposal of GFE using DPAS.  The PA shall forward a copy of the DD Form 1348-1A to the Government.  The PA shall transport the asset to the appropriate DRMO.  The PA shall be responsible for compliance with DoD and Agency requirements (DoD 4160.21-M, Defense Reutilization and Marketing Manual and DoD 4160.21-M-1, Defense Demilitarization Manual) for the turn-in of property to the DRMO.  The PA shall be responsible for all costs associated with the rejection of property determined by the DRMO to be in non-compliance with mandated requirements.   If disposition instructions direct redistribution of the asset to another DDC activity, the PA shall prepare and ship the item IAW the disposition instructions.  Termination of use and disposal of optional GFE used by the PA shall not relieve the PA of any of its obligations or liabilities under the performance of these PWS requirements.  

IAW FAR 52.245-11(g), the PA shall maintain GFE accepted by the PA.  The PA shall protect, preserve, maintain (including normal parts replacement and calibration), and repair equipment IAW the original equipment manufacturer’s recommendations/ specifications and in compliance with equipment warranties and sound industry practice.  The PA shall perform maintenance and repairs to component level on all industrial manufacturing equipment such as, but not limited to, dust collectors, band and table saws, banders, sealers, and electric motor rebuild.

The PA shall not cannibalize GFE in order to repair or maintain other equipment unless authorized in writing by the KO or designee.   Prior to making modifications to any GFE, the PA shall submit in writing the proposed changes and receive written approval for the modification from the KO or designee.  

The PA shall utilize the Equipment Management and Control System (EMACS) to input information about equipment maintenance performed on GFE.  The PA shall update EMACS with this data at least monthly.  When the PA submits a DLA Form 1311, the PA shall update EMACS IAW the disposition instructions within two weeks of receipt.

Container Accounting And Tracking Program (CATS)

This is a Microsoft Access database and code that inventories and tracks containers used at the depot for packing.  Storage locations are set up in the system and transactions monitor the movement and issuance of containers.  Orders and receipts of containers are maintained for total visibility of depot containers and costs.  The PA shall maintain this system.

Commercial Shipper Systems

Commercial Shipper Systems (e.g., DHL, Emery Worldwide, and FedEx) are shipping and tracking systems owned by commercial carriers, which the PA shall use to ship.  In addition to printing carrier unique labels and manifests, these systems are capable of tracking material in transit.  The PA may obtain training material from the following commercial sources:  DHL Easy Ship at 800-225-5345; FedEx Powership Plus at 800-448-9961; Emery Worldwide Gemini at 800-327-2370.

Defense Automatic Addressing System (DAAS)

DAAS is the DoD system for inquiry of DoD activity addressees, Military Assistance Program (MAP) addressees, Plain Language Addressees, and U.S. postal zip codes.  Capability is provided to interface to stock numbers, Allied Communications procedures, and Communications Routing Identifiers.  DAAS is accessed via the Internet at https://day2k1.daas.dla.mil/dodaac/dodaac.asp.

Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS)

DPAS provides online capability to support all functions that are associated with property accountability and equipment management for all GFE, except furniture, above a $300 purchase value and all IT equipment regardless of dollar value.  The PA shall maintain accurate location information and generate GFE disposal documents upon government approval.  The DPAS Home Page can be accessed via the Internet at https://www.dpasweb1.day.disa.mil/webdpas/index.htm.

Defense Table of Official Distances (DTOD)

DTOD is an Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD)-mandated program that provides a single source for vehicular land distance information to support travel, personal property, and freight/cargo movement throughout DoD.  DTOD is used to obtain mileage data when adding new shipping addresses in the DSS Address Record.  DTOD is accessed via the Internet at http://dtod-mtmc.belvoir.army.mil/.

Defense Transportation Tracking System (DTTS)

DTTS is a tracking system used by DoD activities that ship and receive Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives (AA&E) and other sensitive cargo.  DTTS provides in-transit visibility of all DoD AA&E and other sensitive cargo with the capability to monitor and expedite CONUS shipments by commercial motor and rail carriers.  The PA shall use DTTS for all AA&E shipments.  Guidance for using DTTS is contained in the DoD 4500.9-R, Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR), Part II, Cargo Movement or via phone request at 

800-826-0797. 

3.6.4      Fuels

A.
Fuel Services will consist of propane, and diesel fuel for the operation of all government-furnished vehicles/equipment that use this type of fuel and are exclusively associated with the performance of the DDCT mission.  Diesel and propane will be made available through a re-supply point on Lot 210, which will serve as the point of issue for fueling the equipment.    Propane and diesel fuel are available 24 hours a day.  The GFE provided at DDCT does not contain any equipment fueled by gasoline.   

B.
The PA shall coordinate all diesel and propane requirements through the KO or designee and shall ensure all employees operate vehicles/equipment in a manner to conserve these fuels.  The PA shall be responsible for all costs and/or delays incurred as a result of the failure to adequately fuel the vehicles/equipment.  

3.6.5       Forms

A.
Forms Services consist of a copy of any form (not produced through an automated system) that is currently used to perform work under these PWS requirements.  Additionally, the PA will be provided access through the LAN and current forms software to those forms that have been automated.  Government forms to be provided are listed in Section C-6, Applicable Directives, Publications, Instructions, Forms and Reports.

B.
The PA shall requisition (through the KO or designee) and replenish sufficient forms necessary to meet normal operational requirements.

3.6.6       Local Area Network (LAN)

A.  LAN service will consist of access to the existing LAN, including the DDC electronic mail system, along with any necessary software packages.  The Government network system is Microsoft Windows NT using Microsoft Network Direct Services.  Microsoft Outlook is the e-mail system for the Depot and DDC.  

B.  The PA shall notify the KO or designee to obtain access for new employees or to delete access for former employees.  (See Sub-paragraph C-5.1.4, Information Technology-Data Systems)
3.6.7       Mail

A.  Mail service will consist of a central location on the installation for pickup and drop-off of mail relating to work performed under this PWS.  Metered postage equipment will also be available for official government business United States Postal Service (USPS) mail only.

B.  The PA shall pick up mail from the mailroom at least daily.  The PA shall post outgoing mail promptly.

3.6.8       Medical

A.  Emergency medical services will consist of emergency medical assistance to PA personnel for illness or injury that occurs to any PA personnel on the job.

5.1.1  SECURITY FOR CLASSIFED INFORMATION AND MATERIAL

The PA shall provide the proper protection for classified information and material under their custody and control.  If there is a loss, security violation, or possible compromise to classified

Receiving

DDCT receives material for storage and distribution transported by a variety of commercial and Government carriers.  DDCT is the receiving point for CCAD, and receipts are also processed for other activities that include, but are not limited to, U.S. Customs, Fleet and Industrial Supply Center, Naval Station Ingleside, DRMO, and U.S. Coast Guard.  The PA shall perform the receipt of material IAW the performance standards in sub-paragraph C-5.3.5, Standards.   Characteristics of material received at DDCT are included in Section C-2.1, General Definitions.  The receiving process begins with the in-bound traffic management and scheduling for the unloading process.  The receiving process ends when the material is physically stowed, processed as an IFR, or transshipment    (See C-5.3.4, Stow).

Installation Supply Account (ISA) material can be directly Issued From Receiving (IFR) or processed to stow if a back order has not been established by the Item Manager. 

 The PA shall accomplish receipt processing IAW with the following:

b.   Verify the contract number, item identification and quantity, to include verifying that the unit pack is appropriate to the level of packaging specified in the contract.  

c.   Perform a KCC visual inspection.  The PA shall validate item identity based on a verification of part number to NSN and a visual inspection of markings and other physical attributes against information outlined in the contract or specifications/drawings.  The PA shall suspend the material and notify the KO or designee when an inspection requires the use of a tool or measuring device. 

d.   Repack/reseal inspected item(s) to original packaging standard.

5.3.2.2.3.2.3  Inspection at Origin/Acceptance at Destination

 When the DD Form 250 or other receiving document prescribes Inspection at Origin/Acceptance at Destination the PA shall:

a. Verify that block 21a of the DD Form is signed (manually or electronically) by an authorized government representative indicating inspection at origin.  If the required signature is missing or the DD Form 250 is not available, the PA shall follow the instructions in Paragraph 303303 b. of DLAM 4140.2, Volume III.
b. Research and examine the contract (either in hard copy or on an Internet website) (https://eda2.ogden.disa.mil/eda_main.htm or http://PROGATE.DAPS.MIL/HOME/home.cfm) to determine contract requirements.  If the contract is not available, the PA shall check FEDLOG and DSS to establish item identity and packaging requirements. 

c. Perform a KCC visual inspection.    Item identity shall be validated based on a verification of part number to NSN and a visual inspection of markings and other physical attributes against information outlined in the contract or specifications/drawings. 

d. Repack/reseal inspected item(s) to original packaging standard.

5.3.3      Additional Requirements

5.3.3.1      Ammunition, Explosives and Dangerous Articles (AEDA)

DDCT receives new procurement ordnance in support of the CCAD helicopter repair mission.  There are also occasions when DDCT will receive ordnance as a field or maintenance return.  Ordnance material is stored at Dimmit Island, which is operated by NAS.  The PA shall receive ordnance material and process the receipt in DSS.  Once receipt processing is completed, the PA shall contact Dimmit Island personnel to arrange for transportation to either a Dimmit Island location for storage or coordinate the IFR local delivery with CCAD and Dimmit Island personnel will deliver the material to CCAD.  The PA shall provide a copy of the DD 1348-1 to the IM upon completion of the DSS receipt processing.

The PA shall identify return material (maintenance or field returns) during the receipt process and validate that material has been certified as inert IAW the requirements of DoD 4160.21-M-1, Defense Demilitarization Manual.  The PA shall perform a visual inert certification and submit an information SDR.  If the item is not inert, the PA shall contact the KO or designee for CCAD support to render the item inert and submit a SDR.  Once the material has the 

appropriate inert certification documentation, and the receipt process is completed, the PA shall stow the inert material.    The PA shall not stage material that requires inert certification and is waiting for disposition instructions in any DDCT facilities.  The DSS receipt restriction screen (RAAI) is designed to alert PA receiving personnel that the material requires visual inspection and inert certification.  

5.3.3.2        Classified Material

Classified items may be received in non-standard containers, tri-walls, multi-packs, crates, boxes, etc.  Classified material may be received in any combination of receipt characteristics and type of items listed in Section C-2, General Definitions.

Non-Procurement).  The PA shall process material as such messages or instructions direct.  Such evaluations may include determination of an item’s contract number, CAGE code (both primary and sub-contractor if applicable), or part number, condition code, bare item markings, condition of packaging or other specific information/data and may require the initiation of an SDR.  

5.3.3.4
CRITICAL SAFETY ITEM (CSI) / Flight Safety Critical Aircraft Part (FSCAP)

The CSI Program is the DLA commitment to ensure NSNs identified as CSIs have been procured from approved sources.  The PA shall inspect incoming material receipts flagged as CSI in DSS receipt restriction files.  The CSI evaluation of incoming material shall be initiated when a CSI Alert message or instructions appear on the receipt Restriction Screens.  The PA shall process material as such messages or instructions direct.  If all codes are not listed on the screen, the PA shall verify the CAGE code for all listed manufacturers or verify through the DSCR website (http://www.dscr.dla.mil/vg/vg.htm). Such evaluations may include determination of an item’s contract number, CAGE code (both primary and sub-contractor if applicable), part number or other specific information/data and may require a bare item inspection of one or all items received on CSI receipts.  If information/ data cannot be verified, or if the Restriction Screen message so directs, the material shall be suspended into condition code “J” and a SDR prepared and submitted IAW with the instructions provided above.

5.3.3.5

Depot Maintenance InterService Support Agreement (DMISA) Material

The PA shall receive DMISA receipts IAW DLAD 4151.16, The Joint Depot Maintenance Program.  DDCT receives DMISA material in condition code F (unserviceable/reparable) from the Air Force and Navy.   The determining factors for identifying DMISA materials include, but are not limited to, the word “DMISA” on the receiving documentation or the project codes 3AB and 3BB.  Project codes 3AB and 3BB indicate “repair and return” DMISA material.  The PA shall process off-base DMISA material through DSS as an off-base Transshipment to the consignee or shall process on-base DMISA material as an on-base Transshipment with delivery of the material to the on-base consignee. 

The PA shall use the receipt documentation to determine the correct Routing Identifier Code (RIC) to ensure DMISA items are received in the correct account.  The PA may be required to contact the Air Force and Navy Item Managers if any research is required.  

The PA shall process DMISA material received from CCAD using an AMC Form 1549.  The PA shall use the AMC Form 1549 information to determine the correct owner account, supply condition code, and quantity.  

When DMISA material has been repaired, CCAD notifies the appropriate ICP that the item was repaired and is ready for return to DDCT.  CCAD will prepare a new AMC 1549 (with four copies) using the same document number that the item was requisitioned on, identify a new condition code and notify the PA that the item can be picked up and returned to storage.  The PA shall pick up the repaired DMISA material with four copies of the AMC 1549 attached from CCAD.  The PA shall process the AMC 1549 in DSS, which picks up the material to record and reflects the new condition code.  The PA shall perform PPP&M on DMISA material IAW C-5.7.  While the material is waiting for PPP&M processing, the PA shall assign a PPP&M location to DMISA material for item asset visibility. 

The PA shall receive Gold Stripe engines and immediately notify the CCAD Maintenance point-of-contact (POC) via telephone.  The PA shall also notify CCAD Security via telephone.  

The PA shall protect the Gold Stripe engines from handling, exposure, and unauthorized personnel until the CCAD maintenance POC arrives and signs the DD Form 1149, “Requisition and Invoice Shipping Document.”   Once the paperwork is processed, the PA shall immediately deliver the Gold Stripe engines to CCAD and record this activity as transshipment in DSS. 

Workload counts for Non-Accountable material are captured in the Issue Projected Workload, C-5.6.1 and project one count for each receipt and issue of the non-accountable material (i.e., there is not a separate work count for a non-accountable material receipt and an issue for the same material).  

5.3.3.12     US Army Recapitalization Program (RECAP)

RECAP is the maintenance and systemic upgrade of currently fielded systems to ensure operational effectiveness and a zero time/zero mile system. 

The objectives of RECAP include:

a.  Extended Service Programs (ESP)

b.  Preplanned Product Improvements  (P3I)

c.  Technology Insertion

d.  Depot Rebuild 

The envisioned benefits of RECAP include: 

a.  Extended Service Life

b.  Reduced Operations & Support (O&S) Costs 

c.  Increased Reliability & Safety 

d.  Enhanced Capability 

The following helicopter programs are supported by DDCT and could be affected by the RECAP:

· AH-64 Apache 

· UH-60 Blackhawk 

· CH-47 Chinook 

The PA shall receive RECAP items using customer account information indicated by Project Code G07 to ensure the items are tracked throughout the DSS receipt, store and issue processes.

5.3.3.13 RECEIPTS LOST IN-TRANSIT

The PA shall monitor the DSS due-in records to identify possible Receipts Lost In-Transit.  When responding to a SDR or an informal request to research either a lost receipt without POS/POD or a customer shipment lost in-transit, the PA shall immediately schedule a formal inventory using TPIC S.  This formal inventory process will provide a record of an amount of in-transit research conducted and generate an adjusted voucher, if warranted.  (See Section C-5.5, Physical Inventory Control).

less than one ounce to in excess of ten thousand pounds.  NSNs can range in size from less than one cubic foot to 5,000 cubic feet.

The PA may be required to obtain the weight and cube information through research for heavy bulk (hard to handle items) too large for the scales.  The KO or designee will distribute the monthly assigned stock numbers (100 NSNs) to the PA.  The PA shall weight and measure the items IAW program requirements.  Only PA personnel who have completed the Top 100 weight and cube training shall perform and record the actual data measurements.  At the end of each month, the PA shall submit the required report to the KO or designee in the format required by this program as indicated in C-6, Mandatory Reports.  

5.4.3 Additional Requirements

The PA shall perform the additional requirements for storage of material as described in the following sub-paragraphs.

5.4.3.2 AMMUNITION, EXPLOSIVES AND DANGEROUS ARTICLES (AEDA)

During COSIS surveillance, the PA shall identify the presence of inert certification documents when surveying locations of AEDA material.   For material identified as AEDA without documentation attached that certifies the material is inert, the PA shall perform the visual inspection and verify the material is inert and attach the certification IAW DoD 4160.21-M-1, Defense Demilitarization Manual to the material.  The PA shall suspend the material and initiate a DD Form 1225 requesting disposition instructions if the material cannot be validated as being inert.

PA personnel are not authorized access to Dimmit Island locations; therefore, the PA is not expected to perform COSIS surveillance on the material stored at Dimmit Island.  If the PA receives a request for reclassification actions or special inspections, the PA shall contact Dimmit Island personnel to arrange for transportation of the material to PA facilities.  Once the PA completes the requested action on the material, the PA shall contact Dimmit Island to arrange for transportation of the material back to the storage location.

5.4.3.2

The PA shall perform the additional requirements for storage of controlled items as described in the following sub-paragraphs.  

5.4.3.2.1
Classified material

Secret and confidential materials are stored at DDCT.  The PA shall store classified material that is not under the personal control and observation of an authorized person in the DDCT area designated for classified storage. The storage vault is equipped with a three-tumbler combination lock and alarm system.  The PA shall designate the classified storage area as “RESTRICTED AREA”.  The PA shall not commingle classified material in storage with non-classified material. 

The PA shall receive, store, package and ship all classified materiel from an approved classified storage area.  The PA shall limit access to classified materiel to personnel with the

5.6.2.6.2 DMISA Material

The PA shall issue DMISA material only to the DMISA material owner or to the CCAD Maintenance Activity for repair.  The PA shall process AMC Form 1549s that are generated by CCAD.  The PA shall verify the availability and storage history of the material being requisitioned.  The PA shall verify that the requisitioned material is available by correct owner by performing a QBL query in DSS.  The PA shall denude material prior to issuing to CCAD.  The PA is not required to denude large items in reusable containers including but not limited to;  main helicopter blades, main aircraft engines and main transmissions, etc.  The PA shall deliver all material requisitioned on AMC Form 1549s to CCAD (See paragraph C-5.6.3.6.5, Local Delivery).  

5.6.2.6.3 flight safety critical aircraft part (FSCAP) / Critical Safety Item (CSI)

The PA shall handle FSCAP items (identified with criticality code “E” or “F”) IAW DoD 4160.21-M, Chapter 4 and DoD 4140.1-R, Chapter 6.5, DoD Flight Safety Critical Aircraft Part Program.  The PA shall contact via telephone, fax, or e-mail the U.S Army Aviation and Missile Command (AMCOM) to request disposal guidance when a disposal document is received from ICP directing the turn-in of FSCAP items.  When calling AMCOM, the PA shall provide the following information:  part number, serial number, NSN, unit identification code, stock record account number, and DoDAAC of the requestor.  If a serial number is not available, one will be assigned by AMCOM so that a FSCAP Disposal Guidance Document can be created.  The PA shall annotate all correspondence to AMCOM with "Request for FSCAP Disposal Guidance" and provide a point of contact, telephone number and fax number.  When disposal guidance is received from AMCOM, the PA shall verify each serial number and part number combination and retain it with the part during disposal.  The PA shall then ship FSCAP items according to the IMs instructions.

When a DRO is received, the PA shall securely fasten a placard to CSI material stating, “CSI-DESTRUCTION REQUIRED.”  For all CSI material sent for disposal, the PA shall provide the KO or designee a monthly report that includes the date, NSN, document number, quantity, extended price, CC, and SDR control number.
5.6.2.6.4 Issues to Maintenance

In an effort to support the CCAD Lean Initiatives, which is the production line practices to reduce work in-progress inventory levels, the PA shall make all efforts to remove waste from the production process prior to delivering material to CCAD.  The PA shall make all efforts to reclaim material during this process and shall return empty LLRCs to the CRRC (See paragraph C-5.7.3.1, Container Reclamation) that are adequate for re-use.  If the container is not adequate for re-use the PA shall dispose of containers.  

The work requirements set forth in Sections 5.6.2.6.4.1 and 5.6.2.6.4.2 involves work that is in addition to the work paid for under CLINs 0002/5002 AA-AD.  When processing material as an issue that requires Denuding or De-preserving, the work count will be systemically captured under MIS elements for an On-Base issue and the Denuding or De-preserving work is also to be invoiced separately under its appropriate CLIN 0002/5002 AG.  

5.6.2.6.4.1 DENUDING ISSUES TO CCAD

The PA shall denude all Condition Code F unserviceable/reparable components prior to delivering to CCAD.   The PA shall denude assets by removing the assets from the package/packaging.  The PA shall sort, stage, and deliver the components to the designated repair shop.  These issues are received through the normal MRO processing.
5.6.2.6.4.2 DE-PRESERVING ISSUES TO CCAD

The PA shall de-preserve all main transmissions, all main rotor heads/hubs, and all engines prior to delivering to CCAD.  The de-preservation of main transmissions, rotor heads, and engines includes, but is not limited to, removing the assets from the LLRC, placing the assets and properly securing to a stand or cart, and the draining and disposal of the oil IAW government regulations.  The PA shall use such tools as wrenches, screwdrivers, slings, hoists, etc., to open the LLRCs.  The issues for these items are on a pre-determined schedule and the PA shall input the manual MRO to meet the set schedule.  The PA shall sort, stage, and deliver the assets to the designated repair shops.  The PA shall drain and clean the LLRC and deliver the empty LLRC to the CRRC.  Currently the schedule is for 8 assets per day to be delivered to CCAD.

The PA shall screen all items to match the material with all applicable documentation, tags, and/or historical records for erroneous or missing data.  If the material inside the container does not match what is marked on the exterior of the container, the PA shall attempt to replace the asset with the correct asset from other stock.  Regardless of whether the correct asset is available, the PA shall submit a SDR to the appropriate ICP with a copy to CCAD.  The PA shall perform the appropriate research to identify the misidentified asset and/or missing paperwork.  The PA shall not de-preserve helicopter rotor blades, but shall deliver the helicopter rotor blades to CCAD in their containers as an On-base issue.

5.6.2.6.5    Local Delivery

For DSS issues, the PA shall manifest and deliver material to on-base activities.   The PA shall use the DELIVER MAN laser scanners to gather data  and to manifest local delivery and shall download data into  DELIVER MAN, for tracking and research purposes of locally delivered Material.  The PA shall obtain required signatures on the manifest for all items delivered.  
For material requisitioned on AMC Form 1549s, the PA shall manifest using DELIVER MAN, and deliver the material to CCAD.  The CCAD customer and the PA employee delivering the material shall sign the AMC Form 1549 and manifest as POD.   Once material is delivered and required signatures obtained, the PA shall adjust the quantity, location and condition code of the material in DSS.  

The PA shall pick up maintenance returns and turn-ins from CCAD for delivery to the PA for processing.  The PA shall pick up all empty LLRCs from maintenance and on-base activities and deliver to the CRRC.  (See paragraph C-5.7.3.1, Container Reclamation).

The PA shall pick up all material requested by customers and make the deliveries between on-base customers.  

Currently, local deliveries involves 183 on-base delivery points identified in TE 5.3, Local Delivery Points.  Deliveries from DDCT to local customers (Table A) represent 46% of the total deliveries shown in TE 5.3.  Movement of material between on-base activities (Table B) represents 30% of the total deliveries shown in TE 5.3.  Pickups from CCAD to DDCT (Table C) represent 24% of the total deliveries shown in TE 5.3.  The number of the local deliver points will vary during the performance of this requirement. The KO or designee must authorize any change to the local delivery points.  

5.6.2.7
ISSUES TO OFF-BASE CUSTOMERS  

5.6.2.7.1
SHIPMENT PREPARATION ACTIONS PERFORMED AS PART OF THE GENERAL DISTRIBUTION SERVICES 
 The following PPP&M actions performed incident to shipment are not invoiced for separately but are included as part of the level of effort required under CLIN 0002/5002:

a. Minimum military packaging, to include shipping container requirements.  

b. Marking/labeling

c. Unitization, consolidation, or palletization.

d. Material and supplies to support shipment preparation.

When a customer requests an upgrade to Level A or B pack incident to shipment or regardless of level of pack requests non-accountable material shipped off-base as a transshipment, the PA shall invoice IAW with C-5.7, PPP&M.  

5.6.2.7.2          SHIPMENT PREPARATION 

The PA shall prepare shipments to include staging, labeling, hazardous tracking, unitization, consolidation and palletization.  When preparing material for shipment, the PA will experience a wide variety of circumstances requiring a range of shipment preparation effort necessary to properly pack and protect the material shipped from DDTP.  Except when a customer requests or DSS packing instructions require Level A or B packaging, the PA shall use the minimum military pack for shipment of material.  The PA shall not downgrade packing of material for shipment that has been previously packed to Level A or B.  

The PA shall perform shipment preparation IAW:

· DLAI 4145.12, The DLA Packaging Program, Section E, Paragraph 3

· MIL STD 129, Military Marking for Shipment and Storage

· MIL STD 2073-1, Standard Practice for Military Packaging

· DLAR 4145.7, Packaging of Material

· DSS Packing Process Requirements 

· MIL HDBK 774, Palletized Unit Loads

· DoD 4000.25-8-M, Military Assistance Program Address Directory (MAPAD) 

· DoD 5105.38-M, Security Assistance Management Manual

· Customer requirements  

· FLIS (which permits information management of NSNs)

· DLAI 4145.4, Stock Readiness 

· United States Postal Service (USPS) Guidance 

The PA shall complete PPP&M actions to prepare material for shipments.  The PA shall include cushioning and dunnage within the pack to ensure the safe transport of all shipments.  The PA shall unitize and consolidate to the greatest extent possible, all shipments for reasons of economy and customer satisfaction.  The PA shall correct all discrepancies prior to completing the pack.   Discrepancies include, but are not limited to, cancellations, shortages, overages, wrong stock, damaged stock, and addressing problems.

The PA shall fabricate and/or provide all packing and shipping supplies, to include but not limited to, all required POP certified containers, fiberboard, wood, metal, fiberglass, or other containers, labels, dunnage, placards, safety equipment, customs and HAZMAT related forms to support the correct domestic or international transportation requirements for all shipments.  
5.6.2.8 TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT

The PA shall accomplish traffic management to support shipment in-transit visibility and government handling IAW:

· DoD 4500.9-R, DTR, Part II, Chapter 201B, Policy;

· MTMC Freight Traffic Rules Publication (MFTRP)

· State transportation laws and regulations as they apply to movement of Government freight  

The PA shall use existing government transportation contracts, tariffs, tenders, and agreements.  The Tailored Transportation Contract (TTC) is the Government program for awarding freight to commercial carriers.  A Prime and Alternate Carrier is selected for specific lanes of traffic.  Transportation costs are the costs incurred through the shipment of requisitioned material to customers.  

The PA shall adhere to existing government transportation contracts, tariffs, tenders, and agreements.  To facilitate foreign customs, the PA shall act as an agent of the U.S. Government for shipments that are handled OCONUS.  The PA shall submit, in writing to the KO or designee, PA personnel nominated to act as Transportation Agents (TA).  The KO or designee will then appoint TAs in writing.  TA responsibilities include, but are not limited to, preparing and signing Customs Declarations Forms and Export Papers.  

The PA shall be responsible for all detention and demurrage charges incurred by the PA after allotted free time is exhausted as defined in MTMC TTC.  The PA shall be responsible for all fines levied for errors in hazardous shipment as defined in DoD 4500.9-R, DTR, Part II, Cargo Movement, which states that PA personnel who fail to comply with local, state, federal, and international laws and regulations, Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA), Standard NATO Agreements, host country, and DoD component publications, may be subject to civil and criminal personal liability penalties for all violations.

The PA shall provide traffic management for all issue transactions and shall also provide traffic management support for other federal activities located on the installation and surrounding local areas on request.  The PA shall be fully knowledgeable in all Government and Commercial Traffic Management functions and processes.  The PA shall request approval through the KO or designee for any employee that processes freight under TTC requirements to be assigned as an Ordering Officer as required in MTMC TTC.  The PA shall be fully knowledgeable in all other aspects of the Distribution operations including, but not limited to:

· International shipping requirements, laws, and procedures

· All applicable regulations and publications
e.  Prepare and submit quarterly reports to the KO or designee that include the number of terminals visited/called, number of astray shipments located, actual or estimated value of shipments located, and any other miscellaneous information required by the MTMC. 

f.  Work with commercial carriers on astray shipments identified between visits and complete the same requirements as for material found during monthly visits

5.6.3       Additional Requirements

The PA shall perform the additional requirements for issue and traffic management of material as described in the following sections

5.6.3.1       AEDA

Prior to stock selection, the PA shall validate appropriate inert certification is attached to the material.  If the certification is not valid or missing, the PA shall update/create certification document based on visual inspection of AEDA, as well as containers having previously contained AEDA, to determine the presence or absence of explosive hazards IAW the requirements of DoD 4160.21-M-1, Defense Demilitarization Manual.  If material is received that requires disassembly to accomplish the inspection or the material is questionable, the PA shall suspend the material in DSS, contact Dimmit Island personnel to arrange for transportation to move the material to Dimmit Island, and complete a DD Form 1225 requesting disposition instruction.  The PA shall not stage material that requires inert certification and is waiting for disposition instructions in any DDCT facilities.

Upon receipt of an issue request for ordnance stored at Dimmit Island, the PA shall contact Dimmit Island personnel to arrange for transportation of the material to PA facilities.  The PA shall pack and mark the material accordingly for off-base shipment or delivery to CCAD.   The PA shall coordinate delivery of the material with CCAD and arrange for Dimmit Island personnel to deliver the material.

Upon receipt of a maintenance return of ordnance, the PA shall verify that the inert certification is attached; appropriately pack and mark the material and transship the item ad directed on the DD Form 1348-1.

5.6.3.2       Classified Material

The PA shall process all classified material IAW:

· DLAI 5200.12, Information Security Program

· AR 380-5, Department of the Army Information Security Program, Chapter 8

· DLAR 5300.1-R, Standards for Handling Classified Material

· DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM)

· DLAI 5710.1, Physical Security Program, Section E.

The PA shall select stock from controlled and segregated storage locations to fill requisitions for sensitive and classified material.  IAW DLAR 4145.11, Section VII, the PA shall select and

prepare sensitive inventory items and controlled substances for shipment under the supervision of the controlled storage custodian or his/her designated representative.  The PA shall package, pack, mark and hold classified, pilferable or sensitive items within secure facilities until the proper transfer of custodianship occurs.

5.6.3.3        Deployment Support

The PA shall provide logistics support for mobilization and training (see paragraph C-1.15, Mobilization, Sustainment and Disaster Recovery) IAW DoD 4500.9-R, DTR, Part III.  In support of deployments, redeployments, contingencies, and exercises at DDCT, the PA shall:

a.  Provide traffic management support  

      b.  Manually input release documents (DD Forms 1149, 1348, and 1384) into DSS;

the segregated TPF storage locations.  The PA will not receive an issue workload count for the movement of kitting material from normal DSS storage to TPF storage.  

5.6.3.7    Non-Accountable Material  (off-base transshipments)

Non-accountable material includes bare items from CCAD to be packed and shipped to the ultimate consignee, Mark Fors, and IFRs.  Workload counts for Non-Accountable material are captured in the Issue Projected Workload, C-5.6.1 and project one count for each receipt and issue of the non-accountable material (i.e., there is not a separate work count for a non-accountable material receipt and an issue for the same material).  

The PA shall verify non-accountable material for proper packing and packaging prior to issue IAW Military Specifications and C-5.7, PPP&M.  Workload counts for non-accountable material requiring PPP&M are included in C-5.7.1.  

The PA shall retain a copy of the on-base transshipment documentation with the customer’s signature acknowledging receipt.  

The PA shall process non-accountable material (Transshipments) to include receiving, reviewing, sorting, and processing non-accountable material as well as the packing, packaging, labeling, and shipping of the material upon customer request.  The PA shall establish non-accountable material into DSS and retain freight documentation as required.  The PA shall verify the material is packed and packaged IAW minimum military requirements based on the type of material and sub-paragraph C-5.7, Preservation, Packaging, Packing and Marking (PPP&M) and C- 5.7.3, Fabrication Support, when minimum military requirements are exceeded.  

The PA will be provided advance notification from CCAD via telephone when Gold Stripe engines are ready for shipment.  The PA shall pick up the engine from CCAD and shall arrange for pickup by a carrier who complies with all CCAD-requested shipping procedures, including the use of dual drivers, Constant Surveillance Service (CSS), and DD Form 1907, “Signature-and-Tally Record.”  

5.6.3.8    Recycling Control Program (RCP) Support

The RCP is a program that transfers material ownership to DRMS while the material remains physically located and maintained at a DDCT storage facility pending disposition instructions from DRMS.  The PA shall designate a point of contact to respond to RCP queries from either DRMS or the local DRMO liaison.

5.6.3.8.1    Material Ownership Changes

Material ownership, which is transferred to DRMS under the RCP, may require making the material available for inspection and photographs as well as for customer pickup during normal PA working hours.  DRMS will provide the PA with a list of NSNs and a Disposal Turn-In Document (DTID) of items to be photographed/inspected at least one (1) working day in advance.  Based upon receipt of this information, the PA shall remove property from storage, place the property in a staging area, unpack and repack the material as required, and return the material to the storage location when required.  The PA may be required to perform these actions multiple times for the same material.  These efforts are considered normal RCP support and are not reimbursed separately.

· MIL-STD-129, Military Marking for Shipment and Storage 

· Navy Supplement P-700 (WebPack Search)

The Projected Workload is by size of the unit of issue for each NSN requiring a PPP&M action.  For each item, DSS systemically identifies the size of the unit of issue requiring PPP&M based upon the above size criteria through data previously entered into DSS when performing Top100 weight/cube program and during the product receipt evaluation process.  If the PA finds the data on weight per unit of issue to be incorrect the PA shall update the weight and cube information from R7AX under the QBL Site Record Maintenance Menu function prior to closing the PPP&M action.  The PA shall perform PPP&M of DLA-managed and Military Service-managed materiel in a manner that obtains the maximum economy in the size of the unit issue.

5.7.2 PPP&M Actions In direct support of Customers

Apart from the receipt, stow and issue operations at the depots, the DDC customers pay DDC directly to perform the function of PPP&M in limited circumstances on their material received, stored and issued.  In order for DDC to be adequately funded to perform this function, DDC must separate the payment of and provide records that are sufficient to invoice its customers for payment of PPP&M support provided by the depots.  
5.7.2.1 PPP&M Actions to be invoiceD under CLIN 0003/5003

PPP&M actions completed as required on the below identified material are to be invoiced by the PA under CLIN 0003/5003.

a. Material received that is improperly packaged regardless of the source (new procurement, field returns) or the required level of packaging (minimum military, Level A, or Level B). 

b. Maintenance returns received that are not packaged to the specified level of packaging (minimum military, Level A or Level B) 

c. In storage where packaging has deteriorated or has been damaged and requires above minor repair COSIS actions (DD Form 1225)

d. Incident to shipment requiring:

1) Above Minimal Military Packaging (Level A or B Packaging)

2) Customer requested PPP&M from on-base customers for non-accountable material issued off-base as transshipments (minimum military packaging, Level A or Level B)  

e. Material requiring special packaging support – the PA shall notify the KO or designee when any of the following requirements are received from a customer

1) Packaging that is above minor repair COSIS surveillance, at the request of a customer or owner/IM

2) Material requiring packaging due to a change in item configuration, NSN, unit of issue, or similar situations.

5.7.2.2 PPP&M Actions Performed as Part of the General Distribution Services

The following PPP&M actions are actions that are to be performed under CLIN 0002/5002 and shall not be invoiced for under CLIN 0003/5003:

a.  Actions that is required to be performed incident to shipment (See C-5.6.2.7.1, Shipment Preparation Actions as part of CLIN 0002/5002).

b.  Any minimal packaging protection of field returns or maintenance returns that are    

 required to prevent any deterioration to a lower condition code while the items are in storage or temporary storage pending PPP&M.  

c.  For repackage of material involved in a KCC visual inspection not involving improperly packaged material.  

d.  Consolidation of material at receipt into an exterior container for storage purposes.

e.  For repackage of packaging damaged by PA handling.

f.  If only marking is required.  Marking includes but is not limited to replacing missing, obliterated, or damaged labels and markings and replacing labels and marking due to changes such as shelf life extension changes.   Maintaining proper marking is a good warehousing practice that ensures the accuracy and accountability of material.

5.7.2.3 Reporting of PPP&M Action Involving Direct Payment to DDC

The DSS PPP&M Work Order shall only be used to track and report PPP&M actions required under C-5.7.2.  The PA shall complete the DSS PPP&M Work Order, for each PPP&M action accomplished, print a hardcopy of the work order, and submit the work order along with the monthly invoice to the KO or designee.   The PA shall only invoice under CLIN 0003/5003 for PPP&M actions closed out within DSS as completed during the monthly billing period.  The PA shall print a hardcopy of the PPP&M Work Order in conjunction with the close out process, as the system does not currently allow for the retrieval of all required information entered into the DSS PPP&M Work Order screen.  Several of the data fields are systemically entered by the DSS, however, the PA shall complete the following fields prior to closing out the PPP&M Work Order as completed: 

a. Part I - Management Data, the PA shall complete all applicable data fields that are not systemically filled by DSS.

b. Part II - Action Required, the PA shall complete all data field that identify the actions performed (cleaning, preservation, marking, packaging, packing), the method of pack, the level of pack, and whether a pallet/skid was used.

c. Part III - Containers, the PA shall mark each field that most accurately describes the type of container used in performing the PPP&M action.

d. Part IV - Packing/Marking/Material Data, the PA shall complete the description, quantity, unit cost and total cost fields for all PA provided materials and supplies used in performing a PPP&M action.

e. Part V – Packaging/Billing Data, the PA shall complete the data “Pkg Labor Hrs/Min” and “Pkg Material Cost” data fields to identify the total PA material costs and the actual labor hours to perform the PPP&M action for the quantity worked.  (NOTE:  The billing data is for purposes of DDC billing its customers for the work performed)

5.7.2.4 Identification of Items that have UnderGone PPP&M

For PPP&M actions completed against CLIN 0003/5003 and prior to rewarehousing the material, the PA shall apply a label to the packaging that identifies the PPP&M Work Order number associated with the PPP&M action.  If the package is too small to apply the label directly to the package, the PA shall find another appropriate means by which to attach the label.  

5.7.3 General requirements

As required under the DLAI 4145.4, Stock Readiness and as needed to issue mission stock, the PA shall perform all PPP&M on material received, stored or issued from DDCT.  PPP&M is comprised of the following:

· Preservation includes the application and use of adequate protective measures to prevent deterioration from environmental or chemical hazards and may include a variety of measures such as preservatives, wrapping for protection and application of barrier bags and/or unit containers.  

· Packaging includes the application and use of adequate protective measures to prevent damage during transportation and storage such as package wraps and cushioning.  

· Packing includes the final placement of items or packages in exterior shipping containers or other media, including all necessary blocking, bracing, cushioning, weatherproofing, and exterior strapping.  

· Marking includes the application and use of complete identification and markings during packaging and packing.  

The PA shall receive and induct the material into DSS with a PPP&M stow location for material that is identified as requiring PPP&M incident to receiving.  The PA shall input all required information in DSS to generate a PPP&M work order and record all work performed.  If an MRO for material is received prior to the completion of PPP&M, the PA shall expedite the PPP&M and issue the material to meet the APLs in Section C-5.6, Timeliness Standards.  

Except for LLRCs, the PA shall provide all material, supplies and containers, and purchase, repair or fabricate all storage containers and blocking, dunnage and bracing necessary to perform the PPP&M functions.  The PA shall provide all preservation materials to include, but not limited to, barriers, greases, oils, desiccants, and humidity indicators to complete the preservation process.

LLRCs are metal and fiberglass containers that are identified and received for specific equipment or material.  LLRCs are received from various sources to include, but not limited to, host and other tenant organizations.  The PA shall retain and reuse LLRCs for storing, packing and shipping the items intended for these containers.  
There are three classifications of LLRC used:

· Special Use – Container designed for one specific item (i.e., engines, transmissions) and managed by the ICP.  

· Modular Containers – multiple purpose containers for packing material other than Navy.  Primary source for containers is locally from container reclamation or may be ordered through KO or designee.    The Crown Jewel container is the Navy equivalent of the Modular Container.  Crown Jewels are for Navy material only and must be ordered through KO or designee.

· Drums – containers used for the packing of aircraft or other components.  Drums may be ordered through the KO or designee. 

To obtain the Method of Preservation (MOP) code and to identify specific preservation, packaging and marking requirements of the managing service or customer specific requirements, the PA shall research the appropriate records including, but not limited to, DSS and FLIS.  Research may require the use of facsimile, telephone, PC, e-mail or mail to obtain packaging data from sources outside the Depot.  If there are no specific preservation methods identified, the PA shall contact the appropriate ICP/DSC for authorized packaging instructions.  The applicable levels of protection are Level A, Level B and Minimal Military packing (formerly known as Level C).   The PA may submit a proposal to the KO or designee to use best commercial practices for packaging and marking.  Prior to deviating from approved methods or using commercial practices, the PA shall obtain written approval from the KO or designee for all proposed PPP&M deviations.    

SPIs are designed and managed by the managing services/IMs for the material received, stored, and issued at DDCT.  SPIs contain mandatory PPP&M requirements for items in the military distribution system.  The PA shall access and follow all SPI requirements to package, preserve, and protect material against deterioration/degradation that can render the material inoperable/unusable.  The PA shall access SPIs using the following websites:

· Army – https://www-tdps.tacom.army.mil/SPISearch.asp
· Air Force – https://spires.wpafb.af.mil
· Navy – http://www.icptarp.net/p700.nsf  

For the purposes of completing PPP&M actions, SPIs and customer specific requirements take precedence over all other regulatory guidance if conflicting guidance exists. 

The PA shall perform preservation on a variety of items of different sizes and weights; some items, such as ESDS, RAM, classified, sensitive and pilferable items, require special handling precautions.  Upon completion of any required cleaning and preservation, the PA shall package, pack, and mark all material IAW all applicable regulatory guidance as cited above.

The PA shall attach a radioactive movement form to the RAM shipping container prior to shipment or attach two RAM ID labels to the package prior to storage.  The PA shall wipe test all external packaging surfaces of RAM upon completion of PPP&M tasks and record the results IAW DDCM 6055.20, Radiological Health Program.  

The PA shall complete the PPP&M work order, print a hard copy then close out the PPP&M work order, which will initiate a rewarehousing action in DSS to rewarehouse the material to a permanent storage location upon completion of PPP&M actions.

5.7.4 CONTAINER RECLAMATION AND FABRICATION IN SUPPORT OF PPP&M

The PA shall perform container reclamation, to include reuse of packaging materials IAW DLAI 4145.12, The DLA Packaging Program, paragraph E.3.r, Conservation and Care of Reusable Containers and Packaging Materials; and DLAI 4145.4, Stock Readiness. The PA shall provide all containers in support of PPP&M, routine/above minor repair COSIS (See paragraph C-5.4.2.1, COSIS) and POP requirements.  If primary and secondary containers are unavailable or cannot be fabricated, the PA shall request an alternate pack method by submitting a DD Form 1225 or SF 364 through the KO or designee to the DSC/ICP IMs.  The

PA shall place the material in the appropriate CC until disposition instructions are received.  If an LLRC is required and none are available or can be repaired by the PA as outlined below, the PA shall notify the KO or designee to requisition the LLRC through the DSC/ICP Item Manager. Lack of available reusable containers (such as LLRCs) does not relieve the PA from its responsibility for supplying all containers in support of PPP&M or from meeting the applicable APLS in paragraphs C-5.7.5 and C-5.6, Standards. 
5.7.4.1 CONTAINER RECLAMATION Support

The PA shall operate an active container reclamation program to allow the maximum availability and reuse of SPI containers and other reusable containers (e.g., reusable fast-packs, standard packs, cases) and packaging materials used to package repairable and recoverable items.    

IAW DLAI 4145.4, Stock Readiness, when material destined for disposal is packed in a LLRC, the PA shall contact the owning IM before completing the DRO to determine if the IM wants to retain the container.    The PA shall deliver all empty LLRCs to the Container Reclamation and Repair Center (CRRC) when they require more than minor repair.  When LLRCs are in need of minor repair, the PA shall make the repairs.  These repairs include, but are not limited to, replacing seals, hardware, humidity indicators, desiccant, skids, minor corrosion removal, or spot painting to include stenciling.  The PA shall request disposition instructions from the IM by telephone, email, or fax, on all LLRC separated from salvaged material and those that are separated from material that was packed in the wrong container.  The PA may use CATS to maintain inventory and track reclaimed containers.

5.7.4.2 FABRICATION support

The PA shall design, plan, repair, and construct or procure a variety of shipping and storage containers to include fiberboard cartons, wooden boxes, crates and pallets, and blocking/dunnage required to support Stock Readiness/PPP&M, routine/above minor repair COSIS, POP requirements and alternate pack methods.  If the PA fabricates/obtains containers and/or blocking/dunnage, the PA shall use EU compliant wood and current military specifications/standards approved for use by all departments and agencies of the DoD and/or American Society for Testing of Material (ASTM) specifications.  SPIs and customer specific requirements take precedence over other military specifications/standards, which in turn take precedence over ASTM specifications.  If there are no specific requirements identified, the PA shall accomplish the packaging design IAW MIL-STD 2073-1, SPIs, DSS Packaging Instructions and all other applicable packaging/protection specifications.  The PA shall also construct and install or provide parts and blocking and bracing.  These parts include items such as blocks, chocks, or cradles, required to secure or encase items in containers or on pallets/skids.  The PA shall make specialized cuts that may utilize detailed drawings and SPIs or other prescribed directions provided by the customer that are required to secure or encase items in containers.  The PA shall consider special load bearing requirements and material configurations when manufacturing or procuring containers.  

Some items requiring container manufacturing are too large to move from the item location and the PA shall transport the container to the item needed.  In these instances, the PA may have to provide PPP&M, containerization and shipping support in open areas where the PA will be exposed to the elements.

5.7.4.3 Items Requiring Special Packaging Support

Special packaging support functions are usually performed in CCAD’s hangers and repair facilities.  Examples of items requiring special packaging support include, but are not limited to, complete helicopters and repair fixtures (large maintenance tools).  

The PA shall manufacture or procure containers to meet special load bearing or special packing support requirements and material configurations.  Examples of items requiring special packaging support include, but are not limited to, aircraft wings, aircraft wing sections, cannon tubes, bridge kits, and transmissions.
