b. Kyocera models 1800 and 3750 or newer for IRRD, TCMD, COSIS DD 1225,  

and other graphics forms.

Intermec model 3400 and 4100 or newer for all label printing            

  4.  TN3270 software NSELITE from NSA INC is the DDC standard.

  5.  2D Barcode Scanners in development.

  6.  Label scanners Intermec model 1550 with wedge model 9710 or newer.
