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DRMS Conversion Project explanation:

DRMS’s, DRMS Automated Information System (DAISY) primary role is for managing the Department of Defense excess and surplus personal property.   Since 1989, the DAISY system has been used to help with all aspects of receiving, storing, tracking and final disposition of Department of Defense Property. 

The primary purposes of converting the current DAISY applications are; 

· Provide access to DAISY using the World Wide WEB, 

· Standardize our database systems on Oracle, which allows for greater future improvements, near real time access/updates, improved reporting and compatibility with more commercial products such as in-depth business analysis tools and database management tools. 

· Maintainability of software, the DAISY applications are being upgrade with a more robust and modern application software tool set which will make it much easier to be maintained and update our application.

· Integrate the Single Hazardous Input program (SHIP) into the DAISY application

 This project has been active since October 1st 2001 and is scheduled for completion July 7th 2003; the ‘new’ version of the application will be deployed for production beginning in early April 2003 with all sites active on the new version by July 2003.
