DEFENSE TABLE OF OFFICIAL DISTANCES (DTOD)

DTOD is an Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD)-mandated program that provides a single source for vehicular land distance information to support travel, personal property, and freight/cargo movement throughout DoD.  DTOD is used to obtain mileage data when adding new shipping addresses in the DSS Address Record.  DTOD is accessed via the Internet at http://dtod1.mtmc.army.mil/.

DEFENSE TRANSPORTATION TRACKING SYSTEM (DTTS)

DTTS is a tracking system used by DoD activities that ship and receive AA&E.  DTTS provides in-transit visibility of all DoD AA&E and other sensitive cargo with the capability to monitor and expedite CONUS shipments by commercial motor and rail carriers.  The PA shall use DTTS for all AA&E shipments.  Guidance for using DTTS is contained in the DoD 4500.9-R, Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR), Part II, Cargo Movement or via phone request at 800-826-0797.

DISTRIBUTION STANDARD SYSTEM (DSS)

DSS is an automated system used to support DDC distribution operations around the globe and is designed to accommodate each individual site’s operational needs.  DSS contains approximately 4,000 batch and online programs and more than 500 databases to support the various site distribution functions and processes.  These databases can be tailored to meet site-specific customer needs, physical configurations, and available workforce and equipment.  Additionally, hundreds of inquiry and report programs are available in DSS to obtain status, monitor the system, and manage operations.  Online processes and reports can identify discrepancies or conditions that require corrective action.  The list of DSS applications is identified in the Technical Library and in TE 3.10, DSS Training Modules.

DSS is a relational database that operates in a DATACOM database and Customer Information Control System (CICS) environment using Military Standard (MIL STD) compliant transaction formats and data values.  It interfaces with many existing Service specific material management and logistics systems such as SAMMS and DAAS.

The Government will furnish the current version of DSS in support of the performance of the PWS requirements and will retain maintenance responsibility of the software and operating systems that make up DSS, with the exception of DSS files that impact day-to-day operations.  (see paragraph C-5.1.3.1, DSS) The DLAM 4745.40, DSS Manual is accessible via the Internet at https://www.dsiou.dsio.dla.mil/DOC/.  (NOTE:  This is a secure website that with appropriate security clearance can be accessed by copying the link into the address bar of a search engine.)

The ICP/DSC may authorize the PA to perform corrective actions for repair or upgrade that are within the PA’s capabilities as a result of various types of deficiencies that have been identified by the PA via a DD Form 1225.    

5.13.3.3   MODIFICATIONS PERFORMED BY THE PA

The PA shall perform modifications to MEI in storage IAW MWOs.  The PA shall perform miscellaneous modifications to MEI in storage as directed by the IM, to include installation of modification kits including: 

a. Soft-top kits 

b. Communication kits 

c. Weapons mounting kits 

d. Other special purpose kits

MEI will not be in a ready to issue state until all required modification have been applied.  The PA shall perform modifications only with written permission from the IM and KO or designee.

5.13.3.4   MODIFICATION SUPPORT

The PA shall provide space and equipment support to out side organizations that have approval to perform modifications on MEI that are in storage at DDAA.  The KO or designee will coordinate these support requirements with the PA.

5.13.3.5   SPECIAL INSPECTIONS

The PA shall perform special inspections resulting from a Safety of Use Message, Product Quality Deficiency Report (PQDR), or a special request from the IM.

Special inspections are performed IAW:  DLAI 4145.4, Stock Readiness, paragraph E, 7 and include but are not limited to the following:

a. Inspect MEI for fluid leaks

b. Inspect a specific part or sub-assembly of a MEI for deterioration or damage.

c. Determining/verifying bare item markings 

d. Segregating items per contract number 

e. Checking item quantity 

f. Ensuring all components are packaged in the correct unit pack

g. Ensuring MEI are processed for storage IAW applicable military publications.

The intent of C-1.2.2 is to notify the PA that DDAA federal employees may not be available on those ten holidays. It is not intended to dictate the number of holidays the PA must provide as paid holidays. The DOL Wage Determination No. 1994-2001, Rev. 22, included in the solicitation in Amendment 0001, dated 16 October 03, establishes the requirement for the PA to follow, which is a minimum of nine paid holidays.

Q:
C-5.12.4.1, C-237, Are Bin, Medium Bulk, Heavy/Hazardous different from the weight band classification?  Does the weight band classification apply to this area?

A:
This was changed in amendment 0002.

Q:
C-5.12.4.2.2, C-237, Why is the last sentence on this page here?  Receipts from ANAD DO NOT have a shipper?  Any discrepancies should be identified @ 5.12.4.2.1.  Is this a "cut and paste" error; universal language, or what?

A:
The first sentence of 5.12.4.2.2 states "…the PA shall receive MEI delivered by ANAD…".   ANAD is responsible for delivering MEI to the designated joint inspection location and would be the shipper against whom SDRs should be submitted.

C-5.12.5, C-251, What equipment is used to repair and maintain fields?  Will this equipment be government provided? Do not see any equipment listed that will allow for the MEO to meet this requirement.

PA responsibility as outlined in C-3.6.12-B is limited to minor maintenance to include, but is not limited to, weed removal and fill in of ruts to facilitate stow/issue actions.  A wheeled bucket loader is included on T E. 3.4 and currently used for field maintenance by DDAA.
