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The DAISY is the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Automated Information System.  It is the property accounting system that the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Offices (DRMO) use to track property from the time the DRMO takes accountability until the material is disposed of.  This system interacts with many other systems worldwide.  Attachment 1 gives an overall picture of the interaction with other systems.  The primary responsibility covered in this handout, is the DAISY DRMO portion.  The other systems include the following, some of which are subsystems of the DAISY:

Base Operations Support System (BOSS)

Conversion of Referral and Local Sales (CORALS)

DAISY National Sales Program (DNSP)

Financial Tracking System (FTS)

Decision Support System (DSS)

Interrogation Requirements Information System (IRIS)

Management Information and Distribution System (MIDAS)

Military Standard Requisitioning and Issue Procedures (MILSTRIP)

Safe-Alert/Latent Defect (SALD)

Single Hazardous Input Process (SHIP)

Intransit Accountability System (IAS)

There are numerous codes that will be discussed in this handout.  The description and values of these codes will not be addressed in detail, however, the definitions and data necessary is available at each DRMO and will be provided when necessary.  This handout is intended to provide an overview of the DAISY.  It is not intended as a teaching device or complete instructional manual.

The DAISY is divided into modules.  The modules are as displayed below.
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Each module includes submenus, which may also include submenus, depending on the type of transaction that is required.  To access any menu selection, either position the cursor over the selection and press enter, or enter the selection number in the selection block and press <Enter>.   

WAREHOUSING

Warehousing contains the transactions that are related to the receipt, storage, and general maintenance of the records related to the property.  The submenu for Warehousing is as follows.
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All transactions pertaining to the receipt of property, are performed in the Receipt Process.  The submenu is as follows:

The majority of the transactions will fall within the first three menu selections.  When processing the receipt of Usable Property, the following screen will be used:

The example above shows what data is populated if an item is received that contains a valid National Stock Number (NSN).  The additional data elements that are necessary to complete this transaction are, the date received, Hazardous Material/Hazardous Waste Code (if applicable), reimbursement code (if applicable), Disposal Authority Code (DAC), Federal Condition Code (FCC), quantity, Material Screening Code (MSC), Action Code (ACTN), Accounting Code (ACCT), Site Code, and Location Code.  These are the required fields.  Others may be required depending on the type of property.

The receipt of usable Hazardous Property requires additional data elements.  The following screen is an example for Hazardous Material.

The following screen is for Hazardous Waste receipts.  It varies slightly from the Hazardous Material screen.  
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Another function under the Warehousing Menu is the DRMO Batchlots of usable property.  This is material that has an extended acquisition value, quantity times the item unit price, of less than $800.  Following is the screen used for inputting this transaction.
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Once the primary generator’s DoDAAC is input, the system populates the remainder of the DTID field and the word ‘BATCH’ in the NIIN/LSN field.  The user then inputs the remainder of the information that is applicable according to the regulations.  

When property does not meet the criteria for acceptability per restrictions that are set forth in regulations, a Receipt Refusal is input in the DAISY.  Following is the screen that is used to process this transaction.
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INVENTORY MAINTENANCE FUNCTIONS

The Inventory Maintenance Functions menu contains selections that basically pertain to actions that are taken after the property has survived the screening process.  There are two selections that deal with the transfer of property between DRMOs.  The first is the transfer of property from one DRMO to another whose accounts are on the same machine.  Following is the screen that will appear when this selection is made.
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The Losing Property RIC and the first three positions of the Gaining Property RIC are populated when the screen appears.  The user must input the fourth position of the Gaining Property RIC and the DTID/SCL-SCT/Prelot Nbr.  Once <F9> is pressed to finalize this transaction, the Gaining DRMO has accountability for the property.

The other transaction that pertains to the transfer of property from one DRMO to another, is the Issue Property Menu.  This contains a submenu that has a selection for this type of transaction.  The following displays the screen used to process this transaction.
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Once the DTID is input, the Inventory Item Name, QTY/WEIGHT on Hand, and NSN/LSN fields are populated.  The user must input the QTY/WEIGHT Issued, Requisition No. and Gaining Prop RIC fields.  Unlike the previous transaction, when <F9> is pressed to complete this transaction, a new receipt must be processed on the gaining DRMO’s account as directed by policy/regulation.  If input correctly, the receipt will not count as a new generation for DRMS, however, it will count as a new receipt for the gaining DRMO.  

Another transaction under the Inventory Maintenance Functions Menu, is the Return Property to the Generator.  When it is necessary for the generator to recoup property that they had previously turned in, this is the transaction to be used.
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When the DTID is input, the fields as depicted above are populated.  The user must input the blank fields to complete the transaction.  

STORAGE FUNCTIONS

The menu selections under the Storage Functions Menu pertain to maintaining the current location of the property.  The first menu selection is for adding the storage location to a piece of property that did not previously have a location assigned.  Following is the screen, as it will appear.
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Once the DTID is input the user must press <F3> to find the corresponding document.  A message then appears informing the user to press <F2> for the Next Form.  The previous screen is what appears at this point.  The user would then input the Site Location Code and the Storage Location Code.  Pressing <F9> will complete the transaction.

The Relocate Property selection also resides in the Storage Functions Menu.  This is used when the property is moved to another location within the DRMO.  The following screen displays the data elements involved in this transaction.
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The DTID/Scl/Sct/Prelot is input and the above data is populated.  The user must then enter a new location, or if the DTID is to be stored in multiple locations, the user may press <F7> to add an additional location.   

SPECIAL FUNCTIONS

 The Special Functions Menu contains mainly selections that pertain to discrepancies.  One of the selections is Gains and Losses.  Following is the screen that appears when this selection is made.
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The only input required on this screen is an L for loss, or a G for gain.  Once this is input, the following screen appears.
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This process returns the existing transactions that are pending and allows the user the opportunity to press <F7> to add additional DTID – SCL/SCTs.  Once an additional record is added to this screen, the following appears.
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The user is required to input the Discovery Date, Adjustment Quantity (the system automatically calculates the New QTY/WT), and the Circumstances.  This will process an interim transaction that must be approved by an authorized individual.  

RTD – Reutilization/Transfer/Donation

The RTD menus are used for processing property that is being disposed of to DoD, Federal, or State activities.  Many of the transactions coming from the requesting activities are transmitted electronically.  The DRMO must then either accept or deny the transactions.  The following screen is the entire RTD menu.
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In this handout, the main menu selections will be addressed.  There are some that are only minimally used or not used at all because of changes in the way we do business.  

The transaction that is used to process property to the DoD activities, is the DRMO MILSTRIP.  That menu selection has a submenu as it appears below.
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When electronic requests are received for property from a DoD activity, a transaction is processed to either accept or deny the request.  To access the record, the Requisition Number is input and <F3> is pressed to find the record.  The data is populated as displayed below.  This transaction is used to accept the request and ship the property.
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The user must input the TCN/GBL/DTID/SHP#, Quantity Shipped, Date Shipped, and the Mode of Shipment.  Note that the Quantity available is displayed on the screen.  The system will automatically decrement the record to reflect the correct quantity once the transaction is complete.  

When a DoD customer is at the DRMO and wants to requisition property, there is a transaction that will post the initial requisition and the shipping transaction in one step.  That transaction is displayed below.
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The user must input the Requisition Number that is provided by the requisitioning activity and press <F3> to find or establish the record.  The DTID Number of the property is then input and the screen is populated as shown above.  The user must then input the Signal Code, Supplemental Address, Quantity Shipped, and the Date Shipped, at a minimum.  The remaining fields are optional.  This transaction will also adjust the quantities appropriately.  

The final transaction that we will address from the DRMO MILSTRIP Menu, are the Denials.  There are times that the DRMO will get an electronic request for property that cannot be fulfilled for whatever reason.  When this occurs, the following transaction is used to deny it and send a response back to the requestor.
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The user must input a Management Code, which by pressing <SHIFT><F10>, you can see the definitions of the codes.  If a Management Code of 1 is used, the quantities will not be restored to the DTID.  This code means that the material is not available.  

Requisitions are also received from Other Federal and State activities.  These transactions are referred to as Transfer Orders.  The following screen is used for initiating a Transfer Order Number.
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The user inputs the Transfer Order Number and indicates whether or not GSA has approved this transaction.  Before performing the final transaction to approve the Transfer order, GSA approval must be obtained.  Once <F9> is pressed to add the Transfer Order Number, another screen appears to annotate the DTID and quantity.  This screen is shown below.
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When the user inputs the DTID Number, the NSN/LSN data is populated.  The user enters the Transfer Quantity Requested and presses <F9> to complete the transaction.  There are also transactions available to modify, cancel or change the transfer order information.

Once GSA approval is obtained and the DRMO is ready to process the shipment transaction, the user will access the Post Transfer Order Shipment screen.
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After the user inputs the Transfer Order Number and presses <F3> to find the record, the above screen will appear if GSA has approved the transaction.  If not, a message will appear that says GSA approval has not yet been received.  All data fields are to be completed and <F9> pressed to complete the entry.  This will make all of the necessary adjustments to the record.

When Transfer/Donation customers come to a DRMO with a request for property that is preapproved by GSA, there is a transaction similar to the Reutilization one, that will prepare both the request and shipment with one transaction.  This is accessed through the submenu, Shipments for Transfer Orders.  The actual menu selection is Initiate Post Post Transfer Order Number.

The initial screen prompts the user to input a Transfer Order Number and press <F9> to add.  The next, asks the user if the property is usable or scrap.  If Usable is selected, the following screen appears.
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The Transfer Order Line No is populated with 0001.  This can be changed if necessary.  The remaining fields must be input and <F9> pressed to complete the transaction.  This transaction makes all of the necessary adjustments to the quantities associated to this record.

Marketing/Sales

The Marketing Menu has several selections, only one of which is an actual issuing transaction.  That is the Sale/Shipment Process.  This transaction is used to annotate the sales information against a specific property.  This can be done against a specific DTID, or if there are multiple DTIDs on one Sales IFB Item Number, all can be posted with one transaction.  Below is the screen for the transaction against a specific DTID.
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The user inputs the Quantity Removed, Sales Proceeds, Date of Removal, Bidder Registration Number, and Bidder ID Number.  The system will automatically fill in the Total DTID Sales Proceeds and Total Item Sales Proceeds.  There may be multiple sales transactions against one DTID. 
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The screen that is used to process multiple DTIDs that are all on one IFB Item Number is displayed below.

The user must input the information for the fields displayed and the system will automatically divide the proceeds proportionally between the DTIDs sold in that IFB Item Number.  The final disposition transaction will also be systematically generated for each DTID.  

There are other transactions pertaining to the Marketing/Sales Process, however, these are the only ones that produce a disposition transaction.  

Research Inquiries

There are several tools available in the DAISY that assists the users in researching discrepancies.  Within the Inquiries Menu (displayed below), many of the tools can be accessed.
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Selection number six contains several database tables that store different types of data.  Some of these are Suspense File, NSN Characteristics, Event History, Validation Tables, DTID Pending Downgrade, Storage Location, and many others.  The most commonly used Inquiries are the DTID Inquiry, the Record Status and History, and the Consolidated Inquiry.

The DTID Inquiry displays the data pertaining to a specific DTID.  Below is what a query of this type looks like.  The user inputs a DTID and presses <F3>.
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The Record Status and History Transaction tells the user what transactions have been processed against a specific DTID.  This can be useful to determine why an item is in a specific Record Status Code, or why the DEMIL Code has changed.  Below is an example of this screen.
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By looking at this screen, the user can tell that this was a receipt of usable property (XR1), that had the location added (LOC) after the receipt was processed, and that a Reutilization transaction was processed at the same time that the requisition was added (STR, RAD).  The user ID of the person inputting the transactions is associated with each, along with the date of each transaction.  

Another extremely useful tool is the Consolidated Inquiry.  You can query on several data elements.  The only three data fields that you are unable to query on from this screen are the Site Location, Storage Location, and FIIG Criticality Code.  Below is an example of how this query is performed.  
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In this example, a query was done to determine what DTIDs are in Record Status Code C, which means that the property is in the Merchandising Cycle and has had an IFB assigned to it, and Bid Opening Date has passed.  The system also displays how many records were returned and allows the user to create a report of the data.  This is just one of many useful queries that can be performed with this query tool.  

CONCLUSION:
The DAISY functions as DRMS’ Property Accounting System, providing the capabilities to track property from the time it is excess to the generator until it is disposed of, whether reutilized by another government agency or the private sector.  This handout has provided a brief look at the DAISY and some it’s capabilities.  This is not intended to train a user, but to provide an overview of how the system functions.
