                    Agency (DLA) Security Assistance /Foreign Military Sales (SA/FMS) 

                    Management Course

       DLA is pleased to announce a public offering of the Security Assistance/Foreign Military Sales (SA/FMS) Management course.  This course is for our DLA employees, DoD employees and FMS customers.   It will be the first, and possibly the only public offering this fiscal year.
       The course is scheduled for January 27-29, 2004 at the Best Western Hacienda Old Town San Diego, 4041 Harney Street, San Diego, California 92110, (619) 298-4707 or (800) 888-1991.  The class will start at 0800 Tuesday and end approximately 1430 Thursday.    

       DLA management, DLA customer service representatives, DLA Headquarters and field activity employees, Department of Defense employees, contractor personnel supporting DoD or foreign customer countries, and foreign liaison officers located at the International Logistics Control Offices (ILCOs) within the United States are invited to attend.  

       The course will review and discuss DLA’s policies and procedures relating to the management of SA programs and detail the functional processes for SA/FMS support within DLA activities with emphasis on the Defense Supply Centers and distribution functions.  All information provided will be unclassified.  To allow adequate time for discussion, the course is three full days and 100% attendance by a student is required for a completion certificate.
       The course is on the Military Articles and Services List (MASL) and is approved for foreign officer/representative attendance.  The MASL number is B151925.  A training case or a case with an appropriate training line must be active to allow the attendance of a country’s Liaison Officer or Foreign Representative.  Foreign students must provide the required billing information to DLA Training Center (DTC) when registering for the course.

       Registration for the course may be accomplished by calling the DTC registrar’s office at DSN 850-5969 or commercial (614) 692-6959.  The cost for DoD and DoD contractor students is $325.00.  Cost for foreign personnel is prescribed by regulation and is currently $741.00. Foreign students should provide any paperwork required by their sponsoring activity or country to the registrar’s office at the Defense Training Center, P. O. Box 3990, Columbus, OH  43216-5000 to ensure credit for the course is recorded properly.
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     All expenses, including TDY and per diem are the responsibility of the student or their sponsoring activity.  The course is limited to 25 students and will not be held unless we have a minimum of 12 confirmed students by December 26, 2003.  Registered students will be notified by email not later than December 30, 2003, if the class is cancelled.  Please ensure you provide your address, email, and telephone number to the DTC registrar’s office for this purpose and to receive your completion certificate after the course.

     Students are responsible for their hotel reservations.  The room cost will be at the government rate of $110.00 per night.  Please register under the group name of “DLA.”  The closing date for hotel registration at this rate is January 25, 2004. 
     Attire for the course will be “business casual.”  Please be comfortable and ready for enthusiastic discussion.  A list of the topics the course will cover is provided as Attachment 1.

SeaWorld of California, San Diego
Home to a plethora of fabulously talented sea creatures including the famous killer whale Shamu.

Balboa Park, San Diego

San Diego's oldest continuous neighborhood business district has continued to be a vibrant ethnic business and residential community since the 1920s.

House of Ukraine -- International Cottages of The Houses of Pacific Relations, San Diego
If you ever find yourself curious about the history and culture of one or 31 countries, visit the International Cottages, which come off like a mini-UN or low-budget Epcot. 
Attraction type: Specialty museum

San Diego Hall of Champions Sports Museum, San Diego
A multisport museum dedicated to commemorating excellence in over 40 professional and amateur sports. 
Attraction type: Sports museum

San Diego Aerospace Museum, San Diego
Museum's emphasis is on the history of flight, from the days of hot-air balloons to the Spirit of St. Louis to today's space shuttles. 
Attraction type: Transportation museum; Specialty museum; Science museum

Marston House Museum, San Diego
An example of Craftsman-style architecture, Marston House has an ample display of various styles of furniture. 
Attraction type: Architectural building

Giant Dipper Roller Coaster, San Diego
A vintage roller coaster with more than 2,600 feet of track and 13 hills. 
Attraction type: Amusement/theme park

Botanical Building and Lily Pond, San Diego
Over 1,200 tropical and flowering varieties of plants are to be found beneath the domed, wooden-lath structure of the Botanical Building. 
Attraction type: Garden

Fashion Valley Shopping Center, San Diego
This popular shopping mall is on multiple levels and gives shoppers a choice of more than 200 stores and boutiques.
Attraction type: Mall

Downtown San Diego, San Diego
Attraction type: Neighborhood

Casa de Machado y Stewart, San Diego
Part of the Old Town San Diego State Historic Park, this mansion features artifacts that reflect what life was like in the Mexican and early-American periods of 1821 to 1872.
Attraction type: Historic home

Casa de Estudillo, San Diego
Attraction type: Historic home

Rose Canyon Hiking Park, San Diego
The middle section of this canyon has been preserved as an open space park.
Attraction type: Urban park; Canyon

HMCS Yukon, San Diego
