SUBJECT:  Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Policy on Submission of Foreign Military Sales

(FMS) Requisitions 

     
     This memorandum reiterates policy contained in various Department of Defense (DOD) and DLA regulations and published guidance regarding submission and acceptance of FMS requisitions.  Request addressees at all DLA field activities who receive, process, and monitor or coordinate FMS or Presidential Determination (Drawdown) requisitions provide the widest dissemination of this information.
     There is no situation that permits DLA to accept and process FMS or Drawdown requisitions directly from any source external to the U.S. DOD.  DLA activities may accept FMS requisitions from any responsible U.S. Military Department (MILDEP), as long as the entity is an Implementing Agency (IA), or the appropriate IA is notified first to ensure financial accountability.  The DoD 5105.38-M, Security Assistance Management Manual (SAMM) defines an IA as a MILDEP responsible for case management.  The SAMM further states that Military Standard Requisition and Issue Procedures (MILSTRIP) requisitions may be initiated under implemented Letters of Offer and Acceptance (LOAs), commonly known as “cases”, by either the Purchaser (the foreign government) or the IA.  Within DLA, only the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service (DRMS), Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS), and Defense Energy Support Center (DESC) have IA responsibilities.  The IA is responsible for certain edits to ensure that funds are available.  Ensuring the requisition goes through the IA first alleviates the need for DLA to ensure funding has not been exceeded.  
     The Defense Automatic Addressing System Center (DAASC) procedures stipulate that requisitions received from foreign government entities will be forwarded to the International Logistics Control Office (ILCO) or other responsible DoD entity (identified as a monitoring activity by the coding on the requisition) before they will be forwarded to a Source of Supply (SoS).  The ILCOs are one of the primary case management activities within the MILDEPs, however, other activities may also have case management responsibilities.  The U.S. Army authorizes the Major Systems Commands (MAJCOMs) to manage cases.  However, all Army-managed FMS requisitions do flow through the U.S. Army Security Assistance Command, and the ILCO for the U. S. Army.  The U.S. Navy authorizes the Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEASYSCOM) to manage FMS cases as well as the Navy International Programs Office (Navy IPO).  NAVSEASYSCOM utilizes tracking and management systems other than the ILCO system, which is the Management Information System - International Logistics (MISIL).

The U.S. Air Force authorizes the Deputy Under Secretary of the Air Force to manage cases and utilizes the Air Logistics Centers (ALCs) to submit FMS requisitions for cases.  
     As for Drawdown requisitions, DoD 4000.25-1-M, MILSTRIP, stipulates the provisions of MILSTRIP that apply to all phases of requisitioning and issue to support the Security Assistance Program, with specific procedures and instructions for processes which are exceptions to other areas of the manual.  Due to some of the variances allowed in the area of FMS and Drawdowns,  such as extremely short time frames, some FMS or Drawdown requisitions are submitted by the IA to the DLA SoS offline, especially for Drawdowns which require medical, subsistence, or clothing and textiles.  A “C” in record position 35 of the requisition, the Type of Assistance Code, identifies Drawdown requisitions.  DLA Customer Contact Center or Emergency Supply Operations Center (ESOC) personnel are authorized to receive and process requisitions which come from the IA offline to DLA SoS, through the FMS focal points or directly to the Customer Contact Center.

     A list of current Defense Supply Center SA focal points are provided in TAB A.  These are some of the people who could receive offline FMS requisitions for monitoring and coordination purposes from the sponsoring MILDEP.  In addition to these people, personnel working the Contact Centers or ESOCs could also forward requisitions.  TAB B contains a list of common IAs, but it is not complete.  Some of the MILDEPs have yet to provide all their activities responsible for FMS submission.
